through reclamation.

Residents of the Ladysmith area
may recognize Jack. Over the
past forty years, he has played a
role in practically every aspect of
the Flambeau Mine. In fact,
Jack and his family built what
is now the Flambeau Mining
Company office and lived in it as
their own home for years before

the Flambeau ore body was
discovered in 1968.

Jack was at the site when that ore body was discovered, and since
has taken on many roles at the mine site over several decades. He
worked at the site helping geologists take core samples and
helping to define environmental baseline conditions of the mine.
He also was there throughout the mining process. Jack
witnessed the first ore being taken out of the ground in 1993 and
rode in the engine of the train as the last few tons of ore left the site

i 1997.

Jack’s main role prior to and during the mining process was
monitoring the mine’s air and water quality levels. His job was to
monitor the air and water throughout the site, making sure the

monitors were running properly, changing the filters and
resetting the machines when needed. His job often required he
come in on weekends and over holidays to check and change the
filters. But Jack enjoyed every minute of it.

Despite formally retiring five years ago, Jack has remained
busy helping maintain the reclaimed mine site, including helping
to get the trails and site in shape for everyone to use, helping to
install the piping for the irrigation system that runs through the
site and more. According to the site’s Environmental Manager
Jana Murphy, Jack has also been a huge help in trimming the
nature trails, plowing the roads, fixing this and that, and
basically helping out wherever help is needed.

“Jack is really a ‘jack of all trades” and has helped in so many
ways at the site,” saidd Murphy. “He has played an integral role
throughout the mining and reclamation process, and we
appreciate his years of service.”

Looking back, Jack has many fond memories of his days at the

mine.

“When I walk around the site today, I'm flooded with great
memories,” says Jack. “It’s a great feeling knowing that I
worked at one of the richest ore bodies in the world, and was
part of an exciting process, day in and day out.”
