During the construction of the equestrian trailhead, topsoil was removed with a backhoe and salvaged
in piles along the roadway and parking pullouts. Several inches of pitrun were next placed the
roadway prior to the placement of crushed road gravel.

After completion of grading, the salvaged topsoil was spread, seeded, and chopped straw mulch
blown across the recently seeded sail.

The northern section of the equestrian trailhead is shown looking east. When precipitation became
more abundant and temperatures had cooled, the fescue seed mix germinated and got a good hold
prior to extreme freezing temperatures. EXxisting vegetation in the salvaged topsoil also began to
restore itself and contribute to soil stabilization.

The access to the equestrian trailhead with a view to the south towards Copper Park Lane. The
disturbed soils along the access road are very stable which can be seen with the establishment of
vegetation. Oats were planted for soil stabilization and a permanent native seed mix will be planted in

Spring 2006.
